International Lesbian Day, held on October 8, is a day of 

celebrating lesbians, along with their culture, 
history, and diversity. This day is celebrated by 
lesbians and allies with various community 
events, dances, and conferences and is mostly 
celebrated in New Zealand and Australia. It is 

unknown when it was first celebrated: some say New Zealand in 
1980, but others say that it started in Australia in 1990.  The 

seven-striped sunset or lesbian flag represents aspects of lesbian 
identity: dark orange (gender non-conformity), orange 
(independence), light orange (community), white (unique 
relationships to womanhood), pink (serenity & peace), dusty pink 
(love & sex), and dark rose (femininity). This 2018 design 
by Emily Gwen serves as a widely recognized symbol for the 
lesbian community, though other flags are also used.
